• Maintaining grounds around the station and along the railroad tracks 

• Helping guests safely cross traffic while on tours (training provided and certificate 

mandatory) 

• Turning railbikes around at the turnaround locations 

• Merchandise sales 

• Entertaining guests with fun and interactive games and information  

• Cleaning station buildings, including bathrooms

• Our crew is able to maneuver 300lb rail equipment and individually lift a minimum of 50lbs 

• Our crew loves the outdoors and exercise rain or shine
